The C-AP105 Coaxial Audio Adapter permits both audio and contact control signals to be transmitted in both
directions by superimposing them on CCTV system video signals. The Coaxial Audio Adapter can be used
with any of TOA's CCTV systems except networking systems.

4. HANDLING PRECAUTIONS

» The Coxial Audio Adapter and the camera's microphone cannot be used simultaneously. If the camera has a
built-in microphone, turn off the microphone during camera video operation. If the camera is equipped with
an external microphone (C-A10MC), do not use the microphone during camera operation.

« When using multiple C-AP105 units, be sure to only connect Unit A to Unit B. The system will not operate
correctly if Unit A is connected to Unit A or Unit B is connected to Unit B.

« Use relays when controlling equipment that exceeds the unit's contact output capacity of 30V DC/10 mA.

« When permanently installing the Audio Adapter, do not place it on equipment that can generate excessive
heat (over 60°C), such as a camera drive or power amplifier.
