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The Toa model MR-8A is a one-unit-size rack mountable assign unit with 8 inputs/
8 outputs matrix assignment facilities. It comes with eight line outputs, two of
which are for microphone, allowing the input of eight playback signals from the
MR-8T multi track recorder.

To obtain optimum results from this assign unit, please read this manual carefully.
We suggest that you keep the manual handy for future reference.

Do not connect unit directly to the DC power
source or any other AC power source.
To avoid an electric shock, do not touch a plug
with wet hand when plugging in or unplugging
the power cord from a wall outlet.
Do not remove the cover, as this involves a dan-
ger of injuries and electric shocks as well as
equipment failures.

• IMPEDANCE. Impedances are the resistance
value to an alternating current signal. They are
measured in ohms When connecting the MR-8A
to other equipment, be careful about the input
and the output impedances. A mismatch be-
tween the two decreases the signal level, down-
grades the sound quality, or causes equipment
to fail. The impedance of a source should gener-
ally be lower than the impedance of the con-
nected load.

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Front panel

Microphone volume control
This control adjusts the volume of the
microphone input signal.

Line input indications
These indications show the line input
signal numbers 1 through 8, while they
are the PB input signal numbers if the
PB/LINE signal selector button is
pushed in.

PB/LINE signal selector button
This button selects the signal input to
the FROM OUTPUT (DIN) jack or the
signal input to the LINE IN (RCA PIN)
jack. When the button is pushed in, the
signal input to the FROM OUTPUT jack
(PB input signal) is allowed to go
through, leaving the signal input to the
LINE IN jack unconnected. When the
button is not pressed, the LINE IN signal
is connected, while the input signal to
the FROM OUTPUT jack is uncon-
nected.
Normally, the FROM OUTPUT jack is
connected to the MT-8T multitracker,
and the playback signal is input to the
jack.

Power indicator
This indicator comes on when the power
switch is set to ON.

Monitor input indications
These indications show the monitor in-
puts L and R.

Output selector button
This button connects the input signal
selected with the PB/LINE selector
switch to the desired output(s) from 1
through 8.

When wishing to deliver the signal to the
LINE OUT jacks 2 and 4, for example,
push in the output selector buttons 2
and 4.

(Push in the buttons
2 and 4.)

If the MR-8T is connected to the TO IN-
PUT (DIN) jack, the selected output
number(s) equals the MR-8T’s track
number(s).

Monitor output selector button
This button, when pushed in, sends the
signal from the monitor input to the out-
put jack of the corresponding number.

Power switch
Pressing this switch turns power on. To
turn power off, press the switch again.

Power cord
Plug this cord in wall outlet.

Power fuse
Be sure to use the fuse with the same
current capacity at time of replacement.

Ground terminal
Grounding point for the MR-8A

FORM OUTPUT jack (PB input signal)
An 8-pin DIN jack to input the output
(playback) signal from the MR-8T. The
input impedance of each channel is
20k Ω. The output impedance of the con-
nected equipment other than the MR-8T
should be lower than 100  Connect all
eight pins

For relationships between pins and
channel numbers, refer to the above fi-
gure.

TO INPUT jack
An 8-pin DIN jack to output the signal to
the MR-8T’s input. The output impe-
dance is 100Ω, and the same signal as
that of line output is output.

Bridging jack
This jack takes out the signal connected
to the monitor input. Use it for external
monitoring.

Monitor input (MONITOR)
This jack connects to the MR-8T’s moni-
tor output. The input impedance is
100k Ω.

Microphone input jack (MIC)
An unbalanced (2kΩ ) microphone input
jack. When equipment is connected to
the line input jack 1 (2) that equipment
takes precedence of the microphone in-
put jack 1 (2), resulting in the signal
from the microphone jack being uncon-
nected.

Line input jack (LINE IN)
An input jack for each input channel.
The input impedance is 100k  (unba-
lanced), and the, input level is -10dBV.
The line input signal is disconnected
from a circuit when the PB/LINE selector
button is pushed in.

Line output jack (LINE OUT)
An output jack for each output channel.
The output impedance is 100

Ω, 

and the
output level is -10dBV.

Push in both the PB/LINE selector button and output selector button 8 of
1 , 3 and 5 , and the mixed sounds of tracks 1, 3 and 5 are

sent to the output 8. By recording that signal into track 8 a ‘ping-pong’ re-
cording from tracks 1, 3 and 5 into track 8 can be accomplished.

When mixing sounds of the above three tracks and a synthesizer for tracking
down to track 8, this can be achieved by pushing in both the PB/LINE selec-
tor button and output selector button 8 of 4 in addition to the above but-
ton operation.
